While THCA does not get you high on its own, but
when heated, it converts to THC, which does.

Some people use this
as a legal loophole to

WHAT IS

THCA (Tetrahydrocannabinolic
acid) is a chemical in the can-
habis plant.

It is NOT the same thing as
THC, which is why it avoids
many legal restrictions placed
on THC.

While THC can get you high,
THCA by itself does not have
the same effect.
